$5.00/month. All bundled brush and material too 
bulky to be placed in a bag shall be bundled with 
biodegradable natural fiber twine and shall not 
exceed 4 feet in length and 3 feet in diameter per 
bundle, with each bundle not to exceed 50 pounds.

Christmas Trees:
Christmas trees will be collected on your normal 
solid waste collection day the first two weeks of 
January at no additional charge.

Service Interruption for Vacation:
If you will be on vacation for 30 days or more, 
please contact Groot to interrupt service before you 
leave. There will be no charge for service while you 
are gone if you have called prior to leaving.

Holidays Observed:

If the holiday falls on a weekday, on or before your 
scheduled collection, service will be delayed by one 
day for the remainder of the holiday week.

Unlimited recyclable materials are col-
lected on your primary day of service.  
Materials do not need to be separated.   
 
PREPARATION OF MATERIALS:  
 
 Non-paper materials and paper mate-

rials may be commingled (mixed to-
gether) in the recycling carts.  

 Carts must be kept 10 feet from 
parkway trees, mail boxes and 3 
feet from other carts. 

 Flatten all corrugated cardboard box-
es and paperboard/chipboard in 2'x2' 
sections, and remove any non-paper 
packing material.  

 Materials that exceed cart capacity 
may be placed in paper bags and 
placed beside the cart. 

 Contact Groot to replace a damaged 
or lost cart. 

 Do not place recyclable materials 
in plastic bags. 

 Empty and rinse containers before 
recycling.  Metal lids may be left on 
containers. 

 
Please place only approved items in 
the recycling cart:  The collector is 
trained to check the contents of the 
cart.  If there are foreign materials pre-
sent, the cart will be left with a violation 
notice.
